Report Logic Matrix


Persuasive grand jury reports follow a logical progression from facts to findings to recommendations. A matrix can help grand juries track that progression. 
Each finding must be based on two or more facts. Listing the various sources for each fact can show whether the fact has been verified. Sources can include public records, websites, interviews, site visits, or information from a public meeting.
A matrix should be used throughout each investigation. The investigating committee should add to it as information is gathered and verified. 
The number of findings and recommendations does not need to correspond. In some cases, one recommendation may solve two problems (findings); sometimes, two recommendations will solve one problem as shown below. 
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
