Penal Code §933(a) allows the grand jury to submit its report for comment to “responsible officers, agencies, or departments.”  This means the jury can invite a response from individuals who are responsible for the activity the grand jury investigated. This is usually the appointed board or individual who will carry out the recommendations.
