Confidentiality Statement
The following statement can be read at the beginning of a grand jury interview, as needed, to reassure the interviewee that all matters discussed will remain confidential.  This does not replace the Admonition, which allows the jury to require that the interviewee also keep confidential all matters discussed.

All grand jury interviews are confidential.  As grand jurors, we are required by law, under oath, to preserve this confidentiality forever.  We may never discuss any aspect of our investigations, including naming anyone we interview.  So you should feel free to speak openly and honestly, knowing that your identity and statements are fully protected.
